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Introduction

Prospective authors are invited to submit one copy of an extended summary of the work to be reported including as many details as possible.  The inclusion of figures, tables and especially numerical data is strongly recommended.  The top of the first page should include the name, affiliation, city and state of each author, plus the mailing address, telephone, fax number, and e-mail of the corresponding author.  Abstracts may be up to 2 pages in length, and in A4 (210x297mm) paper format (area of text and figures on each page should not exceed 165 x 230mm).  Please use 14 point bold Times New Roman font for the title and 12 or 11 point Times New Roman font for all other text.

Section 1

The page layout should match with the following rules. A highly recommended way to meet these requirements is to use a given MS-Word template and check details against the corresponding example file.

•Proceedings will be printed in A4 format. The layout is designed so that files, when printed in US Letter format, include all material but the margins are not symmetric. Although this is not an absolute requirement, if at all possible, PLEASE TRY TO MAKE YOUR SUBMISSION IN A4 FORMAT.

•Two columns are used except for the title part and possibly for large figures that need a full page width. 

•Left margin is 22.5 mm. 

•Column width is 79 mm. 

•Spacing between columns is 7 mm. 

•Top margin 33.5 mm.

•Text height (without headers and footers) is maximum 230 mm. 

•Check indentations and spacings by comparing to this example file (ex: PDF file).

Section 2

All figures, tables and especially numerical data should be centered on the column (or page, if the figure spans both columns). The captions should follow each figure and have the format given in Fig. 1.

Figures should be preferably line drawings. If they contain gray levels or colors, they should be checked to print well on a high-quality non-color laser printer.

Section 3

LaTeX users: 

DO NOT USE Computer Modern FONT FOR TEXT (Times is specified in the style file). If possible, make the final document using POSTSCRIPT FONTS. This is necessary given that, for example, equations with non-ps Computer Modern are very hard to read on screen.

Please submit PDF (.pdf format) made by command “dvipdf”.
